The structure should resemble a VN Council, at a minimum.

You would want a commitment to serve for one to two years after the first
weekends.

This group should meet frequently with one person designated as the
leader. This group should orchestrate the establishment of your
community. They should also commit to constant and ongoing prayer for
guidance in your efforts.

Seek God's timing for your community. Prayer and patience should go
hand in hand. Be willing to wait upon the Lord and allow Him to guide. Do
not be too eager to "start things moving" in your own way.

Ideally, the local Council should be operational for six to twelve months
before undertaking a weekend rather than rushing unsuccessfully into
one.

It is not the number of months that is important. What is important is to
have a firm foundation upon which to build the VN community. Remember
that God is in charge.
